Two of the
ELSA are trikes, two are powered parachutes and six
are fixed wing aircraft with one of them being an
amphibian. Apparently there is a lot of research to
understand the offerings because, as you might expect,
the ELSA aircraft require some assembly and thus are
priced lower than the similar SLSA. | find the
