EAA Chapter 818 General Meeting 

Rich Klinnert, President, called the meeting to order at 10:07 

AM.  

1.  On-time drawings for a Leatherman Tool bought by the 

Chapter.  Tom Lane won on the first drawing but generously 

donated it back to the Chapter.  Bob Savage won it on the sec-

ond drawing, and it has found a new home. 

2.  Minutes of the February Meeting were accepted as written. 

3.  Treasurer, Doug Fowler, presented his report (attached), 

which was accepted.  Summarizing: Checking Balance = 

$336.99.  Savings Balance = $5,111.18.  Petty Cash Balance = 

$86.89.  Total = $5,535.06.  2008 dues are still being accepted.

8.  Don Hall is planning to write an article on Maintenance of 

Light Sport Aircraft each month for the Newsletter. 

9.  Ross Mordhorst has been looking into flying Light Sport 

Aircraft into Canada.  They donôt recognize an auto license as 

evidence of medical fitness, whereas gliders and motor gliders 

can use Canadian airspace without a medical.   

10.  Ross has begun delivering the Newsletter as an attachment 

to e-mail for those Members who use e-mail.

19.  Dave Mischke reported on a RV-6 accident: engine prob-

lems, power wires, two fatalities. 

20.  Wet system epoxy thinner #850 is deadly poisonous.  A 

properly fitted air supplied respirator is essential. 

21.  Good safety info. available on the Canadian program Over 

the Airwaves by Bob Miller. 

Project Reports: 

22.  David Mischkeôs BD-5 now has a 75 HP rotary engine 

installed.  He is experiencing temperature control problems and 

has the radiator out for re-coring at Kenôs Radiator. 
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23.  Joe Kirner was visiting some private strips, when it 

sounded like a pebble hitting the aircraft, pulled the power 

back, felt 3-4 shimmies and then a big vibration as he shut the 

engine down.  One mile and 1500 ft. altitude to the runway; 

good 3 pt. landing.  Whatôs the glide ratio for a Tiger Moth?  

Turned out to be a sheared bolt, one of four holding the engine 

to the mount.  Soft bolts courtesy of a Lynden A & P. 

24.  Rich Oliver entrusted Jack Mears with his project, a Du-

rand Mark 5 (all aluminum, tri-gear, negative stagger biplane); 

some work done; complete 96 page drawing set.  This project 

is looking for a good home.  Talk to Jack.  Also, Rich donated 

all his aviation books to the Concrete Airport. 

25.  Marlin Israel is looking for a Chicago 2X rivet gun. 

Program: 

26.  The program consisted of a paint spraying demonstration 

via DVD of the Stewart Systems products.  The same primer 

and top coat work on metal or fabric.  This DVD can be bor-

rowed from Lyle Mooney, so I wonôt list everything we 

learned.  Some items discussed during and after the DVD bear 

repeating: 

a.  #6200 3M Respirator with # 6001 carbon filter and pre-filter 

are recommended. 

b.  Bellingham Sanderson Safety Supply is a recommended 

local firm. 

c.  Ross Mordhorst cautioned that electric paint sprayers are not 

recommended for aircraft because they are designed for house 

paint, but then some people paint airplanes with paint rollers.  

The name of the game is ñExperimentalò. 

d.  Only use Corrosion-X after all painting is done, inside and 

out (or your paint wonôt stick). 

The next program will be provided by Steve Watts of Belling-

ham re Corrosion-X.

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Tech Talk:  Fuel Valves 

ASTM F2245-04 Paragraph 7.3.10.  There 

must be a fuel shut off valve accessible to the 

pilot while wearing a seat belt or harness.  In 

addition, the fuel shut off valve must have 

positive detents.  If there are selections other 

than ñONò and ñOFFò, i.e. ñRightò, ñLeftò  

or ñBothò, etc. the selector must not pass 

through an ñOFFò position between any of 

the options. 

The location of the fuel shut off valve can be 

a problem in aircraft with the engine located 

behind or above the pilot.  The fuel valve 

may be actuated by cables, torque shaft, push

-pull tubes or a wire in a flexible cable.  If 

this is not possible, the only remaining op-

tion is a remotely operated electric valve.  An 

electric valve in this application must have a 

separate position indication.  This must be 

through a separate circuit with a valve OPEN 

position light located next to the valve actua-

tion switch.

Charlieôs Shop  

Last month we looked at the start of a wing 

recovering process.  This month we will see 

what the wing looks like after the fabric was 

removed and the process is proceeding, so on 

with Charlieôs commentary:. 

 

These three pictures show the wing structure 

after rebuilding and ready for cover.  You can 

see the inter- rib lacing that's used to hold the 

ribs straight during the covering proc-

ess.  The new alum. leading edge is also visi-

ble.  The white tape is anti chafe tape cover-

ing all the blind rivet fasteners on the leading 

edge and elsewhere on the wing where rivets 

or metal overlaps might chafe the fabric. 
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The picture that shows the fabric being 

ironed for the first time are two pilot friends 

I'm teaching that wanted to learn the proc-

ess.  The first tensioning of the fabric is done 

at 250 deg. F.   The fabric is ironed from both 

ends evenly towards the center to avoid any 

bending of the wing.  Both top and bottom of 

the wing are ironed at this 250 deg. set-

ting.  The final ironing (tensioning) of the 

fabric is done at 350 deg. F. and is a repeat of 

the first ironing procedure.  The temp. of the 

iron is "critical" so an accurate thermometer 

is VERY important.  I use a "Flash Point" IR 

sensor that reads the temp. of the iron with a 

push of a button.  The IR sensors are very 

handy as they allow you to check the temp. 

of the iron often during the shrinking proc-

ess. 

Ross On: 

Harry Watkins flew his Zenith 601 XL to the 

March meeting.  The high shine on his plane 

is obvious; a lot of elbow grease has gone 

into that.  He said that the yellow paint on 

the wing tips, etc. is AHSCY (that is Ace 

Hardware Spray Can Yellow for you who 

arenôt familiar with the acronym).  He said 

he is thinking about using the same paint on 

the cowling.  Note the shiny access panel on 

the wing.  It is painted with one of the high 

shine metallic paints; looks just like the pol-

ished metal almost.   

The picture with the two openings above the 

main spar show the required access to the 

spar to comply with an inspection AD on 

these wings.  There are removable metal cov-

ers for these access openings.  This picture 

also shows the wing with the first coat 

of  pink Poly Brush, finish tapes over the ribs 

and leading edge.  This first coat of Poly 

Brush seals the fabric and MUST be applied 

with a brush, 3" preferred.  All subsequent 

coats are sprayed on.
