Last month we looked at what the wing looks
like after the fabric was removed and the
process is proceedin
commentary:

These pictures reflect the use of the Poly
process.

The first tensioning of the fabric on the top
of the wing is depicted in the first photo.

The third photo shows the wing after the
brush coat of Poly Brush. This is when the
rib reinforcing tape is placed on each rib cap
strip, top and bottom. The rib fasteners go
through the reinforcing tape into the rib cap
strip and mechanically hold the fabric to the
wing rib. The fAmecha
rib stitching, PK screws, wide head blind
alum. rivets, but must conform to the original
mfg. method on Certified aircraft.
